Cleaning of the Groves had been raised at a high level by Griff within the City Council, apparently if there has been no response to 2 previously recorded requests about the same subject - there could be a case where funding could be withdrawn.

Griff looked into the Village Green Status concerning the area around the Baths Site – although this was largely applicable to areas that had been vacant for 20 years + there may be a way this land can be recognised as such. Need to confirm this with John ACTION Point 8- Lennie to action  Laurence was also going to raise the Baths Site with Jack Coults at meeting tomorrow. 


Laurence has also been following a case in St Helens - where the council are going to take Riverside Housing Association to court for neglect of their buildings and how this has affected the area surrounding them. Clearly of massive relevance to the area to follow up ACTION Point 9- Laurence to action  

Around talk of the Baths site was also discovered that a lot of the land was owned by Hector living in Fern Grove known to Laurence and Richie. He also has property in the area and group felt that it was vital that he was part of the group given what has been planned in the area and in Fern Grove.
